Tickets

Supporters are advised not to travel without tickets as there are no public screenings available for Chelsea fans and therefore limited opportunities to view the match elsewhere. Supporters should not buy tickets from touts.  It must be noted duplicate tickets will not be issued for any reason, please take great care of your ticket.
Meeting Point

The dedicated meeting point for Chelsea supporters is the Odeonsplatz, situated in the centre of the city which gives direct metro access to the stadium.
Transport

Those operating coaches who intend to use the coach park facilities next to the stadium will require a pre ordered pass which can be obtained by contacting Chelsea FC via uefacoachparking@chelseafc.com  . (This applies to any vehicle with over 9 seats).  The passes will be despatched prior to travel.

Club Contact - Keith Overstall, Head of Security,   + 44 (0) 7720 970953
http://www.fco.gov.uk/en/travel-and-living-abroad/travel-advice-by-country/europe/germany
http://www.fco.gov.uk/en/travel-and-living-abroad/your-trip/travellingfans1/bayern-chelsea
Stadium

Allow plenty of time to travel to the stadium and note the walk from the stadium to the first ticket check is approximately 15 minutes.
Whilst the type of prohibited items is similar to those in the UK the following should be noted 

· No professional type cameras

· No plastic bottles over 0.5 litre

· Entry will be refused if persons are drunk

· Banners will be permitted if they bear club name or fanclub.

It is advisable not to take bags to the stadium although there are deposit facilities available at the north and south ends of the ground.
